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,Oral Pathology in Clinical Dental Practice is primarily intended
for dentists who are neither oral medicine specialists nor maxillofacial sur-
geons. In a short, concise and clear way, it allows you to navigate between
different oral changes and suggests the necessary diagnostic procedure or a
specialist to whom the patient should be referred.

The book consists of 12 chapters. The introductory chapter explains
the importance of noticing and recognizing changes that deviate from the
normal appearance of soft and hard tissues in the oral cavity and recom-
mends a patient approach that can be summarized in “listen-examine-
plan”. In the remaining chapters, changes in the hard and soft tissues of
the oral cavity that are visible on clinical or radiological examination are
meaningfully divided.

What stands out when reading is the presentation of each diagno-
sis on only one or a maximum of two pages, which in brief and without
too much detail states the most important characteristics of the changes
and contributes to the clarity of the book. For each diagnosis, the nature
of the disease, predilection, clinical features, radiographic features, differ-
ential diagnosis, microscopic features, proposed diagnostic procedure and
treatment are listed. Also, each diagnosis, except for the very rare ones, is
accompanied by at least one photograph, and at the end of the book there
is recommended reading literature where those interested can find addi-
tional information.
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Oralna parologija u klinickoj dentalnoj praksi primarno je namijenjena
doktorima dentalne medicine koji nisu ni specijalisti oralne medicine, ni
maksilofacijalni kirurzi. Na kratak, saZet i pregledan na¢in omogucuje sna-
laZenje medu razlicitim oralnim promjenama te sugerira potreban dijagno-
sticki postupak ili specijalista kojemu bi trebalo uputiti pacijenta.

Knjiga se sastoji od 12 poglavlja. U uvodnome se objasnjava vaznost
uocavanja i prepoznavanja promjena koje odstupaju od normalnog izgleda
mekih i tvrdih tkiva u podru¢ju usne Supljine te se preporucuje pristup pa-
cijentu koji se moze saZeti u sintagmu poshusaj — pregledaj — planiraj. U pre-
ostalim poglavljima smisleno su podijeljene promjene tvrdih i mekih tkiva
usne Supljine koje su vidljive klini¢kim ili radioloskim pregledom.

Ono $to se izdvaja pri ¢itanju jest opis svake dijagnoze na samo jednoj
ili maksimalno dvije stranice, ¢ime se ukratko i bez prevelikog ulazenja u
detalje, navode najvaznije karakteristike promjena i pridonosi preglednosti
knjige. Za svaku dijagnozu navedena je priroda bolesti, predilekcija, klini¢-
ke znacajke, radiografska biljezjae, diferencijalna dijagnoza i mikroskopske
znacajke, te predlozeni dijagnosticki postupak i lije¢enje. Svaka dijagno-
za, osim vrlo rijetkih, ilustrirana je barem jednom fotografijom, a na kra-
ju knjige nalazi se preporucena literatura za ¢itanje pa zainteresirani mogu
jednostavno prona¢i dodatne informacije.
